BDG HOOPS TOURNAMENT RULES


Every team will be allowed to have TWO coaches and ONE book person on the bench-sideline!  If a team does not comply with this rule the officials will issue Technical Fouls! BDG Hoops is not responsible for any Basketballs lost or stolen during the tournament.

· The Tournament will follow New Jersey Middle School & High School Rules with the exceptions below!
· AAU rules will apply to all age divisions including Basketball size. 
· TWO 14-minute stop clock half's PER GAME for 9th Thru 11th Grade.  
· TWO 14-minute stop clock half's PER GAME for 5th Thru 8th Grade.   
· TWO 13-minute stop clock half's PER GAME for 4th Grade. 
· 4-time outs for each game per team. The Time Outs carry over: 2 full Time Outs & 2 Thirty second Time Outs
· There will be a (2) Two Minute Half Time
· Players will be allowed 6 Fouls before coming out of the game.
· 10 team Fouls is One & One.
· 13 team Fouls is Double Bonus (Two Fouls Shots).
· OVERTIME: The first Overtime will be 2 minutes with 1 additional time out per team. 2nd Overtimes will be 1 minute with no additional time outs allowed! 3rd Overtime is Sudden Death 1st Basket Scores win (EXCEPT FOR CHAMPIONSHIP GAME).
· MERCY RULE: At the time one team gains a lead of (20+) or more points on the opposing team in the SECOND HALF, the clock will not be stopped (except for a time out) until the trailing team brings the point difference to 15 points or less. 
· PRESSING RULE: PRESSING ONLY IN THE SECOND HALF IN THE 4th GRADE DIVISION. FOR ALL OTHER DIVSIONS PRESSING IS ALLOWED, but NO pressing after up (20+) or more points until the trailing team brings the point difference to 15 points or less.  They must play defense behind their own 3point arc. First offense: Warning, Second & all other additional offenses: Two shot administrative technical fouls.
· During Foul shots players can be active after the shooter releases the basketball.
· A team and/or player are subject to immediate disqualification from the tournament for any misconduct deemed inappropriate, unacceptable, unsafe and/or abusive by the tournament staff. Any inappropriate behavior such as fighting, unsportsmanlike conduct or ineligible players will mean automatic disqualification from the tournament. No refunds will be issued in the event of disqualification. Each coach is responsible for all members of his/her team and parents. Any damage to the playing facility property is the responsibility of the head coach.  
· If the Tournament staff decides that the game cannot continue due to safety concerns, they will make the final decision to continue or end the game. The score on the score board at that time will be the final score.
· Spectators will be ejected if they are out of control! If asked to leave the gym the game will stop until the situation is under control. 
· Spectators that refuse to leave the building, the game will be stopped & not continued (keep in mind that in the State of New Jersey if you are removed by the police department it is a felony not a misdemeanor)

Tie Breaker Criteria – THE EXPLOSURE EVENT APP WILL CALCULATE THE TIE BREAKERS.  WE WILL FOLLOW THE APPS CALCULATIONS FOR THE FINAL DECISION.
· A.  Head-to-Head: the team who won head-to-head competition between the two tied teams moves on.
· B.  Point Differential: A point differential system will be used if three or more teams are tied. Teams will receive a maximum of plus 15 points for a win and minus 15 points for a loss. The team with the most positive points will be first followed by the team with the next highest point total. If two teams remain tied, they would revert to the first tie breaker system.
· C.  Points Allowed: A total defensive point system will be used if three teams remain tied. If two remain tied, they would revert to the first tie breaker system. Example: team A is 2and 1with wins of 56-32 and 64-45 and the loss of 56-64. Total defensive points determined are 141.
· D. Points Scored: Total Points Scored
· E. Repeat the same procedure for the remaining two teams. The team with the lowest points allowed will determine the team’s order of placement.
· In case of a Tie, WE WILL MOVE TO FREE THROWS TO DETERMINE WHICH TEAM ADVANCES! Each coach will pick one team player to represent the team! Sudden Death Free Throws will prevail!  
· The protest must be communicated immediately to the site director before the start of the protested game. The protest must be submitted in writing and be accompanied by a $100 cash payment. A committee will consider all protests as soon as possible. Protests pertaining to an official’s judgment call will not be considered.  
· 2 TEAMS IN THE SAME DIVISION: An organization that enters TWO TEAMS in the same age division of one of the BDG tournaments these teams cannot move players back and forth from team roster A and to team roster B. 
· Example: If the Cyclones enter TWO of their 8th grade boys’ teams into a BDG Tournament each team will need to have their VERY OWN roster of players. The TWO rosters cannot be mixed, and the players can't play on both teams. HOWEVER, if one of the TWO Teams are short one or two players and will have no other option but to forfeit their game, the BDG Management staff will allow a player or two from the other roster to play the game on the opposite team. We will make this exception only because our goal is to never have forfeits. Once the other players of the struggling team arrive the borrowed players must return to their original team and not continue playing on both teams.  

· BDG Hoops Inc is committed to upholding the principles of Title IX and providing fair, equitable competition for all participants. To ensure player safety and competitive integrity, athletes must compete only in the division that corresponds with the designated sex category of that division. Players may not participate in games for divisions of a different sex category.

This tournament follows the eligibility standards established by our governing athletic authorities and adopts the eligibility for competition principles set by the NCAA “Participation Policy for Transgender Student-Athletes” effective February 6, 2025. 
Participation in the Girls Division is limited to athletes who meet the eligibility requirements for women’s team competition as set forth in this policy. All players must be rostered for competition in accordance with these standards.
