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Regulations and Game Rules

Game Rules

UIL Rules with the following exceptions:
3 timeouts per game – all 30 seconds
Player fouls out on the 6th foul
Bonus on 10th foul – 2 shots
No seat belt after tech issued to coach

The team listed on bottom is home and wears light color.
16 minute stopped time halves with a (2) minute halftime 9th -11th. 
14 minute stopped time halves with a (2) minute halftime 8th-2nd  

28.5 size ball 5th grade and under
29.5 size ball 6th grade and up

2-minute overtime running clock then sudden death!!

A team can advance the ball to the 28 foot line in the last two minutes of a game on a made or missed basket if the ball has not been advanced and team has a timeout remaining

Mercy rule starts at 20-point lead in the first half   If lead drops back down to 15 or below, stop clock resumes. The game ends at 30+ points with 3 minutes remaining or 20+ points with 2 minutes remaining.
No game will begin before the scheduled start time NO EXCEPTIONS!!!

Forfeits
All teams are expected to arrive for games prior to the scheduled starting times.  A five (5) minute grace period is allowed before a forfeit is declared.
IMPORTANT: If any team is knowingly unable to make their scheduled game, please notify the Tournament Director to allow a fill-in team to be located.
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Ejections
Any player or coach who initiates an intentional aggressive act against another player, coach or game official may be ejected from the game and from further participation in the tournament, at Directors discretion. There is no appeal process for ejections from a game. 

Sportsmanship
All players, coaches and fans are expected to model the ideals of good sportsmanship at all times. The games are designed to demonstrate the positive aspects of athletic competition. Verbal abuse of opponents or officials will not be tolerated at any time.
Code of Conduct
Respect and Sportsmanship:
a. All participants, including players, coaches, parents, and spectators, are expected to treat each other with respect and maintain good sportsmanship throughout the tournament.
b. Verbal or physical abuse, including profanity, threats, or derogatory remarks, towards any individual, including officials, players, or other spectators, will not be tolerated.

Zero Tolerance for Fights:
a. Fights or physical altercations between players, coaches, or anyone involved in the tournament will result in immediate disqualification of the team involved.
b. Disqualification will result in the team's removal from the tournament, and they will not be eligible to continue participating.
c. No warnings will be given, and the decision of the tournament organizers will be final.

Financial Responsibility:
a. Teams and parents understand that participating in the tournament is voluntary and that no refunds will be issued in the event of disqualification due to fights or any other code of conduct violations.
b. It is the responsibility of the team and parents to ensure they comply with the code of conduct guidelines to avoid disqualification and financial loss.

Coach and Parent Responsibility:
a. Coaches are responsible for maintaining control over their team and ensuring that players and parents understand and follow the code of conduct.
b. Parents are expected to support the team and tournament organizers by promoting good sportsmanship and behaving respectfully towards all participants.
c. Referees have the right to now throw any spectator out if causing problems.
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Compliance with Tournament Officials:
a. Participants are expected to follow the instructions and decisions made by the tournament officials, including referees, organizers, and staff.
b. Arguing with or disrespecting officials' decisions will not be tolerated and may result in penalties or disqualification.

Enforcement and Penalties:
a. The tournament organizers reserve the right to enforce the code of conduct and impose penalties, including warnings, ejections, or disqualification, based on the severity of the violation.
b. The decision of the tournament organizers regarding code of conduct violations will be final and binding.

Protest: WE AT SHOWTYME DO NOT CONDONE CHEATING (This is for young groups 8th grade and under)

· Eligible players meeting all criteria for Showtyme Classic listed may compete in a maximum of (2) grade divisions and a maximum of (2) teams per tournament. Players may only compete in a single division for (1) team.
· A non-refundable protest fee of $150 must be paid prior to the start of the game. Teams being protested must produce a legal birth certificate copy and/or form of ID showing the players date of birth in addition to the player’s report card showing grade for the player being challenged.
· Failure to produce the proper documentation will result in an automatic player disqualification for that player from any further games within the tournament.
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                Dallas Showtyme Grade Based Eligibility Rules

8U/2nd Grade
Grade Policy: An athlete who is in the 2nd grade as of October 1, 2025 and who is no older than 9 on or before August 31, 2026, is eligible to compete in the 8U/2nd Grade division.

9U/3rd Grade
Grade Policy: An athlete who is in the 3rd grade as of October 1, 2025 and who is no older than 10 on or before August 31, 2026, is eligible to compete in the 9U/3rd Grade division.

10U/4th Grade
Grade Policy: An athlete who is in the 4th grade as of October 1, 2025 and who is no older than 11 on or before August 31, 2026, is eligible to compete in the 10U/4th Grade division.

11U/5th Grade
Grade Policy: An athlete who is in the 5th grade as of October 1, 2025 and who is no older than 12 on or before August 31, 2026, is eligible to compete in the 11U/5th Grade division.

12U/6th Grade
Grade Policy: An athlete who is in the 6th grade as of October 1, 2025 and who is no older than 13 on or before August 31, 2026, is eligible to compete in the 12U/6th Grade division.

13U/7th Grade
Grade Policy: An athlete who is in the 7th grade as of October 1, 2025 and who is no older than 14 on or before August 31, 2026, is eligible to compete in the 13U/7th Grade division.

14U/8th Grade
Grade Policy: An athlete who is in the 8th grade as of October 1, 2025 and who is no older than 15 on or before August 31, 2026, is eligible to compete in the 14U/8th Grade division.

15U/9TH GRADE
Grade Policy: An athlete who is in the 9th Grade as of October 1, 2025 and who is no older than 16 on or before August 31, 2026 is eligible to compete in the 15U/9th Grade division.
